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Also known as a File Naming Convention, a file naming standard identifies a specific, reliable pattern
to be followed for naming audio files. This helps maintain excellent organization of audio files during
both the recording process and for subsequent distribution, as well as clarity in identification for years
to come.

General Guidelines:

+ use the official IETF language code found on door43.org
* use an underscore (_) to separate information fields
* use a hyphen (-) to identify
